Project rationale

In 2022, the theater was formed at the Cultural
Center, which significantly revived

work in the spiritual, local history direction, and
intensified the propaganda of Belarusian works.
Having a deep, serious meaning, the
performances appeal not only to adults, but also
to children.

Gomel district is one of the densely populated
regions of the Republic of Belarus. The state
institution “Culture Center of the Gomel
Region” is located in the regional center, the
city of Gomel.

The area of the district is 862.8 sq. km. 71,027
people live in the Gomel region.

The population of the region is served by 29
branches of the state institution “Culture Center
of the Gomel Region”.

However, not every resident of the district has
the opportunity to independently visit the
theater for some reason (lack of a personal
vehicle, people with disabilities and other
reasons), which does not allow fully providing
quality service and organization of leisure time
for all segments of the population, while a
mobile (traveling) theater based on an existing
car club will provide an opportunity to create a
new social and communicative format for the




life of the rural population and allows it to reach
the maximum number of residents of the Gomel
region.
